Erection of dwelling, Manor Farm, Spaldwick Road.
Following consideration of the plans, and taking into consideration an objection made by Mr W F Brown, it was resolved to respond as follows:-
Stow Longa Parish Council is of the opinion that this proposal is acceptable in principle, being in-filling within the built up area of the village and fitting satisfactorily into the existing streetscene.

However, the proposed shared access is considered unacceptable on the grounds that it would adversely affect the privacy and amenity of the existing farmhouse, and would increase the usage of the already hazardous farm access onto Spaldwick Road.   A separate access point from Spaldwick Road is considered essential, although the necessary removal of existing hedge along the street frontage should be kept to a minimum consistent with safety requirements.
For these reasons the Parish Council recommends refusal.
