Public Open Forum

John Taylor spoke about the exhibition put on by Broadview  to explain the Bicton Windfarm proposal, which he felt did not deal with the matter adequately.  During an informal discussion he said he would obtain copies of the map showing the extent of the site on which Broadview said they had  options from the landowners to develop a windfarm.  Reference was also made to a "scoping document" relating to the content of the Environmental Impact Assessment which would have to be submitted with a planning application.   The Clerk will ask the Local Planning Authority for a copy of this scoping document.
Liz Smith said that she had seen an announcement in the May issue of the HDC magazine "District Wide" that "District, city, town and parish councils, together with voluntary organisations, are all eligible to apply for funding to develop play spaces in their area. Applications will be open from 1st April until 28th August 2009".

She had, therefore, got together with a group of friends with a view  to applying for funding to develop the existing children's play area.  They had already started the application process, part A of which has to be completed by 27 July.  They will be consulting with parents and with residents living near the area before submitting the application.
